30" Avenue Road Closure: the biggest news on the traffic front this last month wasudeen
announcement by Calgary Municipal Land Corporation (CMLC) of their planslose 30
Avenue SE. This is the short stretch of road that crosses thdil@RRbetween Highfield and
Dartmouth Roads. This road closure apparently is needed as paeaiflaetween The City and
CPR to build the 4 Street SE underpass and will have CPR relocate their shunting lines from the
south side of § Avenue SE to the vicinity of 30Avenue. The other key point in the plan is to
construct a ‘round-about’ at the@wvenue and Dartmouth Road SE intersection.

A review of the proposed plan and associated Traffic Impact AssesgTIA) by the Ramsay
Traffic Committee and a number of Ramsay residents provided tlwavifod concerns and
comments about the plan:

It is unlikely traffic heading north on Highfield Road would go throughrthend-about
and return south on Dartmouth Road to gai‘ﬁ RBenue westbound. Rather, it was more
likely traffic would enter the community via Dartmouth Road and ontd &enue SE
where it would either turn north or south on Spiller Road depending onnas fi
destination.

The TIA failed to address the effect of thé"3@venue closure and construction of the
26" Avenue round-about on the Community of Ramsay, i.e. increased short-cutting.

The TIA did not consider the effect of increased rail traffid ¢ Street and 2BAvenue
and how that would affect access/egress of fire, police EMS, etc. in and out of Ramsay

The TIA omitted to consider the effect of increased rail itadh 11" Street and 26
Avenue and how that would affect Stampede Park (Flames) egresdaciaonald
Avenue SE.

Although construction of the round-about would improve the flow of traffic ar¢ed
community when there were no trains blocking® Btreet and 26 Avenue (good), the
TIA did not consider ‘train avoidance’ short-cutting through Ramsay rasult of traffic
gridlock when the trains were there.
